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25 MTC students medal in FL HOSA and SkillsUSA competitions
(Bradenton, FL—April 27, 2021) Twenty-five Manatee Technical College students medaled in two state competitions: 2021 Florida SkillsUSA and 2021 FL-HOSA Future Healthcare Professionals.  
HOSA:  Three MTC students won silver medals, second in the state, in the FL-HOSA competitions: Jayshonda Coleman in Dental Terminology, Angelina Hale in Dental Science, and Tarryn Lund in Pharmacy Science.  Competitors included students from state universities, as well as technical colleges.  The three medalists qualified to compete in the HOSA International competitions.

Adult students competed in the College Post-Secondary (CPS) division.  Dual enrollment students competed in the High School (HS) division.  First-place winners will compete at the SkillsUSA National Championships.  
Both state competitions were held virtually this year (see photo of cosmetology student for an example of how this worked for the hands-on skills competitions).   The HOSA International and SkillsUSA National competitions will both be virtual.  Both competitions will be held in the latter part of June.
